I have found that children understand what is expected of
them when you give them clear, and concise explanations. I
do not use a behavior plan in my classroom. The children
are faught the ferms “above the line” and “below the line.”
Of course you will always have those kiddos that need @
little bit more, but this will work for the md jority of your
kiddos if you are very clear with your expectations and
catch kids “doing the right thing” and many, many times and
use LOTS of positive reinforcement at the beginning of the
vear. (and throughout, of coursell)

When teaching this lesson, you could use the story of @
monster who came to schooll Have the children imagine what it
would be like if a monster came to schooll How would he

behave? How would he treat others? Brainstorm monster

manners dnd school manners. This is d lesson that will surely
stick!
